Using a web part to change the theme in Glow (draft).
Summary

This document describes the process of altering the default themes in Glow so that all users are given the same view of the page irrespective of the theme they have selected as their default.  This modification requires a number of files to be uploaded to a document store within the group to be themed, some editing of two text based files and importing a web part.

Uploading Files
1. Create a new Document Library within your Glow Group
2. Within this document store create a folder called img
3. Upload the image files to the img folder
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4. Upload the files consolarium.css and masterbrand.css to the Document Library (not the img  subfolder).

Edit Files
1. Load the file cssloader.html in any text editor (Notepad for example).  Edit line number 543 editing the line

with the link to the files in your document store. i.e.

2. Edit line number 544 editing the line

Save the file

3. Upload the edited file cssloader.html to the Document Library in your Glow Group
Editing and Installing the Web Part
1. Load the webpart file restyler.dwp into a text editor.

2. Edit line 25 so that the link refers to your Glow Group

So change

Editing the link to cssloader.html so that it refers to the file in your document library e.g.

For Heads Together Group

Save the file.

3. Edit the shared page which you wish to change.  

a. Chose to Import a web part.

b. Browse to the location the edited restyler.dwp file and Upload it.

c. Once uploaded import the web part to any content area (you may wish to use the footer for consistency across your pages).

d. The uploaded part will be hidden automatically and the appearance of the page will change to show the styles in the uploaded theme.

Removing the theme
1. To remove the theme delete the web part from the page.
Editing the theme
Most of the screen elements are held within the file consolarium.css with masterbrand.css being included for some of the more generic layout items.  You may wish to use Mozilla Firefox and the Firebug plugin to view the applied styles in a live Glow page and to preview changes to the styles.
There are two main image files used as background on the page. These are footer-bg.jpg and bg.jpg. You can replace these with your own images to quickly edit the appearance of the theme.
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
